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Abstract: Your manuscript formatting and style MUST match the Sample Paper/Template or it will not be accepted.  The paper must start with an abstract of approximately 100 words summarizing the main goals, developments and achievements of the work. Consider that the abstract may be included in abstract search databases. Think of what requirements the abstract should fulfill in view of this perspective, taking into account the fact that the main text part will not be accessible to the searching person. The abstract should be preceded by the centered title block shown above. Add one blank line between title and authors list, between affiliation and abstract and between abstract and key words.

Keywords: a few meaningful key words describing the essential topics of the paper

Introduction

Your paper is expected to have a total length of four (4) pages. Authors giving invited talks will be individually invited to submit a paper with a total length of up to six (6) pages.

FORMATs

General Format

· Paper size: Standard page format, size is 8.5” x 11” (21.59 cm × 27.94 cm, 1” = 2.54 cm).

· Page margins: Use the following page margins: .75” (1.9 cm) on the left side, right side, top of page and bottom of page.

· Style: All text is in full double column, only the title, authors, affiliation, abstract and key words are in single column. Leave a spacing of 0.25” (0.8 cm) between the columns.

· Do use an indentation of 0.16” (0.4 cm) in the first line of each text block.

· On the last page of your paper, try to adjust both columns to the same length.

· Do always use one blank line in front of sub-section headings. You may also use blank lines between text, equations and figures for a better readability.

· Within the text, do always use one space after period at the end of sentences.

· Do not number your pages.
Fonts

All manuscripts must be typed in justified single space with a Times New Roman font. The font size is 11 pt. For the individual elements, please use the following conventions:

Photographs, Images, Graphs and Tables

In the Technical Digest published on CD-ROM, color images can be treated without problems. However in the printed-digest, all images are printed in black and white. Therefore, if you use color images please keep in mind that your manuscript will be printed in monochrome and we cannot guarantee that your images will be sharp and visible once printed. Digital images, e.g., schematic drawings, photos, micrographs etc. should have a resolution of at least 300 dpi. 

Use heavy lines in tables and charts (at least 0.5 rules thick). Please use different types of lines in graphs (drawn through, dotted, chain dotted etc.) and different shapes of data points (triangles, circles, squares etc.), see Fig. 2, for distinguishing easily.
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Fig. 1:  Energy harvesting from wave power.

A well-distinguished color or different graphical shadings work well for filled areas in schematic drawings or data plots (Fig. 3). In graphs, make all data points large enough to distinguish them from connecting lines (Fig. 2). Do also make the writing of the axis labels large enough to be clearly readable. Each figure should be adjusted within one column in a centered style and be accompanied by a brief numbered caption.

Tables should also span one column and should also be accompanied by a numbered table caption above the table. Table 1 illustrates a possible design.

Do not include large text blocks into figure or table captions. If a table or figure is too wide to be contained in a single column, extend it over both columns, preferable at the top or bottom of a page.
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Equations Formatting

Use an indentation of 0.63 cm (0.25”) for all equations. Add an equation number in parentheses and flush it with the right-hand margin of the column (see Eq. 1). Leave a blank space around equations to keep them readable. For equation variables, numbers, physical symbols, indexes etc., follow the IEEE usage. Use the international system of standard units throughout your paper.

References

In the Reference section of this sample manuscript, it is illustrated for contributions to Workshop Technical Digest [1], journals [2] and books [3]. The general format of a reference is described in [4]. Also, an internet reference is given in [5].

Do not use footnotes for references or text. Rather write your text to include all essential ideas and to be free from material of low importance.

DISCUSSION

Of course, the decision on the outline of a paper is completely left to the authors and should be tailored to the individual scope of the scientific work described. However, if applicable, we would suggest the manuscripts to follow the common sequence and content of main headings, composed from the chapters “Introduction”, “Theory” and/or “Experimental”, “Discussion” and “Conclusion”.

Conclusion

After creating your manuscript, you have to convert it to a PDF and upload it to www.powermems.org/abstracts/manuscript.html. The deadline is September 25. The manuscript submitted after the deadline will not be included in the Technical Digest. The maximum file size you can submit is 4MB.  The conversion should be in a high quality, with a resolution of at least 300 dpi. Do not protect your file by a password.
The PDF file that you prepare will be printed as it is received. You are responsible for reviewing your PDF to ensure that it looks as it did in the source file you provided. A test print is the best means to do that.

Do pay close attention to special characters, as these may not convert correctly. Do also take care of a correct pagination. “Overfilled” pages or columns tend to shift a part of their content to the next column or page when converted into PDF. In this case it may be helpful to remove one text line or to shrink a figure in the overfilled area.
